1  Order of Service for the Ceremony

You are required by law to give notice of marriage to the

Superintendent Registrar of the district in which you live. This notice

must be given in person by you both and is valid for 12 months;

therefore we advise that you make an appointment to attend your local

office.

You should be aware that any arrangements made for a
marriage at Browns Hotel are dependent on 2 things:

1) The attendance of the Superintendent Registrar and Registrar for
West Devon District

2) The issue of authority or authorities for the marriage, by the
Superintendent Regist  rar to whom notice has been given
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The Formalities

When notice is given in a different registration district from the one
where the marriage is to take place, the authority will have to be
collected and delivered before the wedding to the West Devon
Registrars Office

Only the Superintendent Registrar can permit a civil, non -religious
ceremony. Any music, readings, works or performances, which form

any part of the  ceremony, must be secular and the content agreed in
advance with your registrar. To dat e the law states that during the
ceremony no religious music can be played. The Hotel has a CD player
for background music or you may like to hire a musician of your choice.

Religious Ceremony

Saint Eustachius, Tavistock Parish Church - Church o fEngland

Location - The church of St Eustachius is situated in the centre of the
historic market town of Tavistock, next to the ruins of the old Abbey,
sixteen meters away from Browns Hotel

Short History T St Eustachius church was originally built in 13 th
century as part of the Benedictine Abbey Estate and has always stood
as the heart of the town.

During the dissolution of the Abbey in 1539, the estates of the Abbey
were given to Sir John Russell who also became patron of the Church.

In 1912 the Duke of Bedford transferred the advowson to the Bishop of
Exeter

Music T The Church has three keyboard instruments, a small pipe, a
fully equipped organ and upright piano. These can be hired with or
without a musician

Choir 7 The Church has an active parish ch oir who are willing to
support the musical aspect of your wedding. They have a repertoire of
well -known anthems and are willing to learn more if time allows and
perform music dating from the sixteenth century to the present day.

Bells T The church hasa peal of 10 bells and has an active group of
ringers who are available at a reasonable charge

Marry by Church of England

St Eustachius church requires that you must have been resident in the

district of the Parish for 7 days. We are happy to offer you disc ounted
room package for your required length of residency. The Ministers or

priest is authorised to register marriages and must have a certificate or

licence to do so from the local Superintendent Registrar. On the day of

your wedding the minister will mar ry you and register the marriage.

Superintendent Registrar's certificate

The licence requires that one of you undertakes residence in Tavistock
for seven consecutive days, on the eighth day you are required to give
notice at the Tavis tock registry office. Your partner need only be
resident or be physically in England on the day notice is given.

This then allows a marriage to take place after only one clear day of

giving notice (excluding a Sunday, Christmas Day or Good Friday). You

mu st provide certain documents to show the Superintendent Registrar

these include a passport or some other form of photographic

identification. If either of you are divorced you will need to show a

decree absolute of your divorce. (e.g. you can give notice o n a Monday
and be married on the Wednesday)

A notice of marriage is  valid for one year . You may therefore not give
notice of marriage to the Superintendent Registrar more than a year
before the date of the Wedding.
